Some modules, such as Learn Rhythm ™ — Adult and Stroke Prehospital Care, involve strictly cognitive 
learning and can be taken as eLearning modules online. Other programs, particularly that include  
a CPR component, consist of three parts. 

Part 1 is the online cognitive portion. Part 2 is a hands-on skills practice session with an American  
Heart Association instructor. During this skills practice session, students have one-on-one time with  
an instructor to practice skills and ensure confidence performing the skills. Part 2 may also be 
accomplished using a personal learning manikin and intense, video-driven practice. Part 3 is the  
final skills test with the instructor.
